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UN and International Cooperation Agencies unite to provide human rights training to entrepreneurs 
Bogotá,. This Wednesday, March5th, three agencies of the United Nations - two international cooperation agencies and the Global Compact - signed an alliance, with one objective: To create consciousness and to educate entrepreneurs from different parts of the world in order for them to prevent human rights violations, forced displaced, corruption or help to create solutions for these problems. 

At 5:30 in the afternoon, at the United Nations Information Centre, a letter of intention was signed, which made official the program “Enterprise and Human Rights” promoted by the Global Compact of the United Nations.  

In addition to the Colombian coordinator of the Global Compact, Luis Ernesto Salinas, the letter was signed by the Resident Coordinator of the UN System in Colombia, Bruno Moro, the Colombian representatives of the UN High Commission for Human Rights, the UN High Commission for Refugees and the UN Office on Drugs and Crime, together with the director of USAID in Colombia and the coordinator of CERCAPAZ, the German entity of technical cooperation. 
The program “Enterprise and Human Rights” will this year be offered to businessmen from five different regions of the country: Norte de Santander, the center-north region, the Coffee Belt, the center-south region, and the Caribbean Coast. 

This effort forms part of the worldwide call to commemorate this year as the 60th anniversary of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, whose preamble recalls that liberty, justice and peace depend on the recognition of the intrinsic dignity and equal and inalienable rights for all members of the human race. 
The execution of this project will be primarily through information posted on the internet, accompaniment in the learning process, in-person visits, and possibly most important, application of the knowledge in Business Cases where the businessmen, trained in conflictive business issues, will design and apply strategies to assure respect for human rights, prevent displacement, provide solutions for displaced persons, and promote transparency and the fight against corruption. 

The Global Compact is a voluntary initiative in which the companies agree to design their strategies and activities under norms of respect and promotion of four thematic areas: human rights, labor standards, the environment, and anti-corruption. 
The Program will be offered to businesses as of the next trimester.
